In ancient times the area was flooded and covered with gravel from Savinja River until
it was discovered by accident in 1952, when the statue of a seated woman was found
while digging the orchard. In 1964 the remainder of the necropolis was discovered.
Some graves have aediculae with sculptures and bas-reliefs. Some of the reliefs depict
resurrection myths, such as the story of the Hercules saving Alcestis or the story of
Orpheus and Eurydice. Several graves were also excavated. Minor finds are kept in
the museum in Celje. The full extent of the site has not been investigated.
